Brief comments

to the results of economic and social development

Kyrgyz Republic in January-October 2019

Industry. The growth in industrial production in January-October 2019 was due to an increase in the production of basic metals (by 31.7 percent), mining of metal ores (by 21.6 percent), textile production (by 20.4 percent), as well as clothing (by 20.2 percent), production of crude oil and natural gas (13.7 percent), as well as coal (8.3 percent).

At the same time, there was a decrease in the production of petroleum products (by 47.2 percent), rubber and plastic products (by 6.1 percent) and pharmaceutical products (by 5.2 percent).

The volume of electricity, gas and steam supply decreased by 3.4 percent due to a decrease in electricity production and distribution (by 4.0 percent). Without enterprises developing the Kumtor deposit, production decreased by 0.8 percent.

Agriculture. The growth in gross agricultural output compared to January-October last year is due to both an increase in livestock production (by 2.3 percent) and crop production (by 1.4 percent).

Construction. The increase in investment in fixed assets compared with January-October 2018 was provided by the growth of both internal (by 1.9 percent) and external (by 20.3 percent) sources of financing.

The main volume of investments in January-October 2019 (more than 80 percent of their total) was directed to the construction of mineral extraction facilities, manufacturing, water supply, waste treatment, waste handling, transportation, wholesale and retail trade, and housing.
Trade. The increase in the turnover of wholesale and retail trade, car and motorcycle repair compared to January-October 2018 was mainly due to an increase in the volume of wholesale (by 5.2 percent) and retail (by 3.9 percent) trade.
Wage. An increase in the growth rate of the average monthly accrued wages in January-September 2019 compared with the corresponding last year was observed at enterprises and organizations of all types of economic activity, with the exception of enterprises and organizations in the field of wholesale and retail trade, car and motorcycle repair, information and communications, as well as transport activities and storage of goods. 

The most significant increase in the average monthly wage growth rate was observed in construction (11.0 percent), professional, scientific and technical activities (10.8 percent), hotels and restaurants (10.2 percent), mining (9.0 percent), water supply, treatment, waste treatment and obtaining secondary raw materials (7.9 percent), as well as operations with real estate (6.5 percent).
Prices. In January-October 2019 (compared with December of the previous year), the increase in consumer prices and tariffs in the whole country amounted to 1.2 percent. Since the beginning of this year, prices for food products and non-alcoholic beverages increased by 2.2 percent, alcoholic beverages, tobacco products - by 3.2 percent, tariffs for services - by 0.5 percent.

For ten months of this year prices for garlic increased by 1.7 times, fresh fruit by 17.8 percent, potato by 16.8 percent, cereals by 9.9 percent, rice by 6.9 percent, first grade flour - by 6.3 percent, fresh meat - by 5.1 percent, fish - by 3.6 percent, salt - by 3.5 percent, tariffs for subscription fees for using the telephone - by 20.0 percent , air passenger transport services - by 11.1 percent, ambulatory services - by 4.8 percent, tailoring - by 4.0 percent, hairdressing services - by 3.6 percent, educational services - by 1.9 percent. 
Along with this, since the beginning of this year, prices for non-food products decreased by 0.5 percent. The largest reduction in prices was noted for fuels and lubricants - by 8.6 percent, liquefied gas - by 6.7 percent and cement - by 3.3 percent.

Prices for alcoholic beverages in January-October 2019 decreased by 0.7 percent, while for tobacco products increased by 13.1 percent.

In January-October of this year (compared with December of the previous year), an increase in consumer prices and tariffs was observed throughout the republic. Their greatest growth (3.7 percent) since the beginning of this year recorded in Batken oblast, where in comparison with other oblasts, prices for foodstuffs and non-alcoholic drinks increased the most (by 6.4 percent), as well as for alcoholic drinks and tobacco products (by 3.0 percent). The maximum increase in prices for non-food products was observed in Issyk-Kul oblast (1.6 percent), tariffs for services - in Naryn oblast (2.8 percent).
Foreign economic activity. The increase in export deliveries in January-September 2019 compared to January-September 2018 was due to an increase in gold exports by 47.2 percent, the share of which in the total volume of export deliveries of the republic increased from 31.5 percent to 41.5 percent. 
The supply of meat and meat offal also increased by 2.8 times, tobacco and tobacco products by 2.3 times, fertilizers by 2.3 times, ceramic products by 1.8 times, vegetables by 1.5 times, cement - by 37.2 percent, fruits and nuts - by 32.5 percent, precious metal ores and concentrates - by 11.4 percent, and cotton fiber - by 4.3 percent. 
Along with this, there was a decrease in the export of clothes and clothing accessories - 1.7 times, shoes - 1.7 times, ferrous metals - 26.8 percent, copper waste and scrap - 25.1 percent, crude oil - by 23.9 percent, as well as polished glass - by 5.2 percent.
The decrease in the volume of import incomes compared with January-September 2018 is due to a decrease in the import of leather products by 2.4 times, items of clothing and accessories - by 1.9 times, shoes - by 1.5 times, chemical threads and fibers - by 29.3 percent, sugar and confectionery from sugar - by 26.9 percent, oil and oil products - by 17.7 percent, rubber and products from it - by 9.5 percent, plastics and products from it - by 7, 6 percent.

At the same time, there was a growth of imported vegetables by 1.7 times, timber and products from it - by 1.6 times, cereals (wheat, rice, corn) - by 48.4 percent, fertilizers - by 42.7 percent, electric machines and equipment - by 30.7 percent, ferrous metal products - by 24.1 percent, pharmaceutical products - by 7.4 percent, fruits and nuts - by 6.7 percent.

The volume of mutual trade between the EAEU member countries in January-September 2019 amounted to 1,960.1 million US dollars and compared with January-September 2018 decreased by 2.9 percent.

The decrease in export deliveries to the EAEU countries by 3.6 percent was mainly due to a decrease in the supply of knitted clothes by 2.0 times, electric incandescent lamps by 46.8 percent, parts and accessories for cars by 16.0 percent, cotton fiber - by 8.9 percent. 
At the same time, there was an increase in the export of textile clothes by 2.3 times, shoes with genuine leather upper by 2.2 times, unglazed ceramic plates by 2.2 times, vegetables by 1.6 times, milk and dairy products - 1.5 times, fruits - 1.5 times, waste and scrap of precious metals - 26.5 percent, ores and concentrates of precious metals - 23.8 percent, waste and scrap of copper - 19.4 percent as well as polished glass - by 14.5 percent.

A 2.8 percent reduction in import revenues from the EAEU countries was mainly due to a decrease in coal supplies by 42.1 percent, tobacco products by 18.8 percent, oil and oil products by 18.2 percent, and natural gas by 6.2 percent, chocolate and other products containing cocoa - by 5.6 percent.

Along with this, there was an increase in revenues of cereals by 48.6 percent and products from ferrous metals by 14.5 percent.

The largest share of the republic's mutual trade with the EAEU member states was in Russia (61.4 percent) and Kazakhstan (36.4 percent).
