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Statistics of Kyrgyzstan is 95 years old

This year Statistics of Kyrgyzstan is celebrating its 95th anniversary. History of state statistics goes back to the distant twenties of the last century, when on April 29, 1926, by the Decree of the Presidium of the Kara-Kyrgyz Regional Revolutionary Committee, first statistical bodies were established and that laid the foundation for systematic activities for collection and processing of economic and social information.

Major events in the early years of state statistics were participation in the All-Union Population Census in 1926, the All-Union School Census in 1927, the 1927 Sampling Census of Agriculture, which resulted in the first publication of tables of socio-economic indicators of separate territorial divisions, full-count census of state farms and collective farms in 1928 and census of enterprises of small and handicraft industry in 1929, which at that time were key producers of goods in the republic.


Employees of the state statistics bodies made a great contribution in addressing many important challenges of our state at all stages of its development. However, drastic reforms of state statistics over the years of independence set new tasks for statisticians to set up a national statistical system that is appropriate to the status of an independent state.


The national statistics of Kyrgyzstan currently has all the required attributes of modern statistical systems: the legal framework, branches of statistics, as well as statistical methodology compliant with international standards, which promotes integration of the republic with the global community.


One of the most important recent event was the adoption of the New Law on Official Statistics of the Kyrgyz Republic in July 2019. The Law is based on the UN Fundamental Principles of Official Statistics: professional independence, impartiality and objectivity, accessibility, scientific principles, professional standards and ethics, confidentiality, coordination, use of international standards, international cooperation.

The possibilities of gaining access to statistical indicators of national statistics have significantly expanded. All interested users may have access to data of the Natstatcom available in statistical collections and posted on the official website and the number of both local and foreign users is steadily increasing. All this indicates the increase of trust in statistics.
Natstatcom is active in cooperating with the Interstate Statistical Committee of the Commonwealth of Independent States, the Eurasian Economic Commission, the World Bank, the Statistical Office of the European Union, the International Monetary Fund, the European Economic Commission, the United Nations Population Fund, the United Nations Children's Fund, the International Labor Organization and many other interstate and international organizations.

Implementation of the unified state policy in the field of statistics is ensured by the National Statistical Committee of the Kyrgyz Republic. At present, its structure comprises of seven divisions and five departments and the number of employees in the central office is 112 people, of which about 90 percent are women.

Natstatcom is tasked with the successful conduct of the Population and Housing Census of the Kyrgyz Republic, implement digitalization of the national statistical system, including transition to electronic data collection.
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	1. Geographical characteristics, climate 
and environment


The Kyrgyz Republic is located in the north-east of the Central Asia. The country is bounded on the north by Kazakhstan, the south-west by Uzbekistan, the south by Tajikistan, on the east and south-east by China. The total length of boundaries of Kyrgyzstan is 4,5 thsd. km, and its territory is 199,9 thsd. km2.

Kyrgyzstan is a mountainous country. Almost 90% of the total territory is located higher than 1 500 meters above sea level. 

As of January 1, 2021, the number of resident population 
of the country has made up 6,6 million people. The average population density is 33 people per square kilometer.
The capital city of the country is Bishkek with a population about 1,1 million people. 

Big cities: Osh (322,2 thousand people), Djalal-Abad (123,2 thousand people), Karakol (84,3 thousand people), Tokmok (71,4 thousand people), Uzgen (62,8 thousand people).

The largest oblast in the area is Naryn (45,2 thousand sq. km).

The most densely populated oblasts are Osh and Chui (48 people per 1 sq. km).

Currently, the system of administrative and territorial structure of the republic includes 7 oblasts (regions) and 2 cities of republican level, 40 administrative districts, 31 cities, 9 urban-type settlements, 3 villages and 453 aiyl aimaks (village community).

There are more than 3,500 thousand rivers and rivulets and 1 923 lakes in the republic. There are 44 deposits of underground fresh and mineral waters.

The climate of the country is sharply continental, summer in the cities is rather hot, and relatively cool in the mountains. Winters are cold and snowy, especially in the highlands. The average air temperature in summer in Kyrgyzstan is +27°C, the average minimum temperature is +16°C and the average maximum temperature is kept at +33°C. In winter, air temperature is on average +1°C, the average minimum temperature is -12°C, and the average maximum temperature is kept at + 10°C.

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	2. PUBLIC AUTHORITIES AND MANAGEMENT, 
MAIN SOCIO-ECONOMIC INDICATORS 


The Kyrgyz Republic (Kyrgyzstan) is an independent, sovereign, democratic, unitary, secular and social State governed by the rule of law. State authority is based on the principle of the separation of legislative, executive and judicial power. 

The President is the Head of the State and executive power and the highest official. The President is elected by the citizens of the Kyrgyz Republic for a term of five years.

The Jogorku Kenesh - the Parliament of the Kyrgyz Republic - is the highest representative body exercising legislative power and oversight functions within the limits of its competence 

Executive power in the Kyrgyz Republic is exercised by the President. 

The structure and composition of the Cabinet of Ministers is set out by the President.

The Chairman of the Cabinet of Ministers is the head of the Presidential Administration.

The judicial system of the Kyrgyz Republic is established by the Constitution and laws, and consists of the Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court, and local courts.
